The French Revolution

· You have just been hired by a major movie studio to produce and direct a major Hollywood blockbuster about the French Revolution. The movie will chronicle the major events of the revolution and the impact each had on democracy.  
· Before production can begin a storyboard and script are required.  The storyboard will visually illustrate and sequence the major events of the revolution while the script will guide the actors’ performances. In order to get this project off the ground here’s what has to be done.
· This is not a partner assignment, this is assessing your knowledge of the French Revolution. 

· You will be asked questions on the end of the unit assessment regarding the events/impacts of the French Revolution. 

Requirements:

· A colorful, illustrated cover sheet with your name and project title
· Inclusion of this project handout as page two

· A brief introduction (context) that describes the socio-political and economic conditions in pre-revolutionary France in the 1780s.
· A storyboard and script for each of the following 8 events – each on a separate page
1. Meeting of the Estates General
2. The Tennis Court Oath

3. The Storming of the Bastille
4. The Declaration of the Rights of Man and Citizen
5. The Reign of Terror
6. Rise of Napoleon
7. Fall of Napoleon
8. The Congress of Vienna
Each of the 8 events above must include:
· An original illustration of the event

· Thought or voice bubbles coming from characters in the illustration

· A summary describing how the event related to the French Revolution

· Analysis as to whether the event represented a step toward or away from democracy
· Use of all the relevant vocabulary
· Include two additional requirements:

· A brief conclusion about the impact of the Revolution on democracy (about a paragraph) and;
· A prediction about the stability of Europe for the next 50 years based on the rise of nationalism that came from the revolution
· Must be typed or very neat 

· ALTERNATE ASSIGNMENT:   Instead of the blockbuster project you can create a newspaper which covers all of the same events.  The newspaper will have a title and each article will have its own headline.  You will be expected to analyze rather than summarize the key events. If you select to write the newspaper article you must include the following items.
1. Proper formatting, it should look like a newspaper

2. Newspaper title

3. All of the elements listed above
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
